RIDERS WITH DISABILITIES
All VIA buses and many stops are
now accessible to riders with
disabilities. Visually impaired
riders can get help at stops using
Navilens apps.

SAFETY TIPS
If you’re late, just wait. Chasing a moving bus can be
dangerous and deadly. Get a grip- use handrails at all
times as the bus may stop suddenly. Remain seated
until the bus has completely stopped. Watch your
footing, especially while boarding and exiting.

You and your bike (including e-bikes) can go
anywhere VIA goes. On the larger Prímo vehicles,
there are bike racks inside the vehicle and on all other
buses the bike rack is outside the bus in the front.
